On the ballots are two 
Board of Director 
positions, the Waverly and 
Gridley positions.

She has 
been serving on the Board 
of Directors since 
February this year when 
she filled in the remaining 
term of Sandra Reedy who 
left the board.

The Board 
of Directors meet the 
second Thursday at 
noon every month. 
(Lunch is not 
provided, but 
members can bring 
their lunch to the 
meeting if they wish.) 

§ Having an email 
address and computer 
access is not a 
requirement but 
preferred in order to 
send out board 
packets electronically 
to save money on 
paper and postage.     

    The first regular board 
meeting after the election 
will be at noon on 
Thursday, October 12 at 
the museum.  At that 
time, the Board of 
Directors will vote on 
officers. 
    The next election will 
be Monday, September 
24, 2018, with an annual 
meeting and presentation.    
All members of the Coffey 
County Historical Society 
will be invited to this 
meeting.  The LeRoy 
position and the Lebo 
position will be up for 
election at that time.  If

They also replaced the deteriorating 
railroad ties in the east flower bed by 
the parking lot with a beautiful rock 
wall.   
    Moon Construction will be 
replacing the boardwalk in a few 
months.  During the replacement of 
the boardwalk, the outside exhibits 
will be closed. 
    A broken window in the church 
will soon be repaired along with the 
interior of the schoolhouse and 
church building by Abendroth 
Builders.
